ITINERARY  
 

DAY 1 (ARRIVAL)          
 (-/-/-) 

Met upon arrival at Kota Kinabalu airport and transfer to your hotel. Overnight at twin bed room. 
 
 

DAY 2 (KOTA KINABALU – KINABALU PARK)      
 (B/L/D) 
Depart your hotel in Kota Kinabalu, for a 2-hour drive along the ridges of the Crocker Range, to arrive at 

the Kinabalu Park. Join in the guided walk along one of the forest trails to get a first hand impression of 
the Park and its unique flora before visiting the Mountain Garden with its collection of orchids and plants 
that are unique to Kinabalu. Watch a slide show on the natural wonders of the park after lunch. In the 

afternoon, after the slide show, explore more of the forest in the park. Dinner and overnight in twin-
bedded rooms.  
DAY 3 (KINABALU PARK – LABAN RATA)       

 (B/PL/D) 
DAY 2 After breakfast meet your mountain guide at 8:00 AM at the Park HQ and proceed to the summit 

trail.  The summit trail leads you through the tropical oak and chestnut forest, mossy forest and up to the 
sub-alpine forest. Look for rhododendrons, pitcher plants, orchids and other flora native to this area. 
Shelters along the way allow you to enjoy your packed lunch amidst the cool mountain air. Spend the 

night in a rest house at the elevation of approximately 3,200 m above sea level. 
DAY 4 (LABAN RATA – KINABALU PARK – KOTA KINABALU)    
 (B/L/-) 

DAY 3 Depart at 2:30 AM and proceed to the summit for sunrise. Return to Laban Rata for breakfast 
before descending to Park Headquarters for lunch.  At 2:30 PM, depart Kinabalu Park for Kota Kinabalu 
City and return to your hotel at Kota Kinabalu 

DAY 5 (SANDAKAN)          
 (B/L/-) 
Meet at the lobby and transfer for your flight to Sanadakan ( Preferable flight MH2042 ). Once arrive 

,depart from Sandakan airport or from Sandakan hotel by local guide and proceed to Sepilok, the largest 
orangutan rehabilitation center in the world. Trek through the rainforest on wooden boardwalks to the 
feeding platform and- observe the feeding of the orphaned orangutans. Continue to the nature center for 

a video on the rehabilitation program. Brief tour of Sandakan city before proceeding for lunch at a local 
restaurant. After lunch visit Sandakan City. Visit a Chinese Temple which offer a spectacular view of 
Sandakan town and bay, brief swing in Town area and visit the Sandakan Memorial Park which this 

memorial is situated on the former prisoner-of-war camp of the Second World War. It is located about 20 
minutes drive from Sandakan Town along the Labuk road. The memorial is dedicated to the memory 

Australian, British and locals soldiers who perish there. Return to your hotel . Overnight at Sabah Hotel 
twin bedded room.
